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TOOLS:
64 Bit Driver Kit (1)
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Step 1 — Remove screws and pedestal

Remove Breville bread toaster base
screws -- 14 places.



Step 2 — Cut wires and remove the shell

 

With a scissor cut the wires connecting the base and the shell.
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Step 3 — Remove the wire sheet

 

Break up the inner shell of toaster and the wire sheet.

Step 4 — Remove each parts

 

Remove all the parts of shell and base.
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Step 5 — Identifying parts
