TOOLS:
Phillips #00 Screwdriver (1)
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Step 1 — Motherboard

Start by removing the back plate
and battery of the phone.



Using a Phillip’s #00 screwdriver, unscrew the 6 screws located on the back of the device.

Remove the casing from the back of the device.

Next, separate the back component from the keyboard and screen, exposing the middle of the
phone and keyboard pad.


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To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.

Last, unscrew the remaining screws and remove the keyboard padding, exposing the
motherboard.


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
